Studies industry globalization principles and applications, including:  interpersonal/
team process; organizational skills;  total quality, statistical and planning tools; and 
just-in-time. 

IND 181 World Class Manufacturing I 3 Credits 

Studies the principles, process applications and troubleshooting techniques in a 
simulated integrated manufacturing system environment, including: how mechani-
cal, electrical, pneumatic and electronic systems work together. 

IND 195 Applications in Factory Automation 2 Credits 

Compares a variety of software packages, as related to current business applica-
tions, including:  operating system commands, database, spreadsheet, and word 
processing programs. 

ITE 116 Survey of Computer Software Applications 2 Credits 

Teaches theory of hydraulic and pneumatic circuits, including: motors, controls, 
actuators, valves, plumbing, accumulators, reservoirs, pumps, compressors, and 
filters. 

MEC 266 Applications of Fluid Mechanics 3 Credits 

Provides overview of basic maintenance techniques for industrial mechanics and 
technicians who install and maintain industrial mechanical and power transmission 
components. 

MEC 154 Mechanical Maintenance I 3 Credits 

Provides basic understanding of safety and health in an industrial situation.  In-
cludes the ten topics included in the OSHA 10 hour class. 

SAF 195 Industrial SafetyτOSHA 10 1 Credit 

Provides experience in resume writing, cover letters, filling out employment appli-
cations, and job interview skills.  Assists students in job search strategies.
